Teachers should submit the following information for each participating student by the deadline of
February 15" 2012:
e A photo of the original garment/textile item
e The Student must write a description of the finished garment, the inspiration/influence for the
design, and a few lines about their interest in sewing.
Note: The garment does not need to be completed until March 23",
